B. BRIEF HISTORY 

The Reformed Church in Zimbabwe is a brain child of the evangelis m 

work carried by the DRC, Cape Synod in the close of the eighteenth 

century. The first mission station was established on the 9 th of September 

1891 at Morgenster Mission under the leadership of Andries - Andrew Low.  

The white missionary church grew favorab ly amongst the Shona speaking 

indigenous  people. The DRC Mission spread its wings rapidly and some 

congregations were handed over to them by the Berlin Missionary 
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Society, hence the churchõs influence  in the society was great. The 

missionaries propagated  the Gospel through preaching, provision of 

health care, education and farming. This principle is still active in the 

Reformed Church in Zimbabwe. Our liturgy  and tradition therefore was 

shaped and influenced by the Dutch Reformed Church. We on paper, 

we are  RCZ but what is commonly known by every citizen is that we are 

òDUTCHó cordial relations existed between the Dutch Reformed and the 

RCZ after the granting of an automous status to the sister church.
